Each year in June students from North Warren High School participate in College Level course on the Organization of American States.  They are given a country to represent at a model assembly held in Plattsburgh at SUNY.   These students under Bernard McCann, their teacher’s direction travel to Washington and meet with the ambassador of the country they represent.  Then in June they participate in the Model Assembly at SUNY Plattsburgh where for 3 days each of the students from the different high schools present resolutions on behalf of the country they represent. All 24 resolutions they presented were approved by the assembly. This is a tremendous accomplishment by the school with the smallest enrollment that participates each year in this assembly.
